Background on this issue:

Establishing a cabinet position of Secretary of Peace on the same level as the Secretary of Defense could be a potential paradigm shifting "broad stroke" that would affect how we approach everything from international conflict to curriculum in public schools. This position would report to the President and provide an array of peace-building policy options for domestic and international use. It would also leverage the benefits of already existing peace and nonviolence programs by connecting them in one common network.

The reception this proposed legislation has received shows that it is a common ground where both blue and red states can work together for a common good. Although not partisan in nature, working to turn this bill into a reality could positively utilize the updraft of momentum created by the recently renewed political activism of so many people.
